Federal Election Commission reports filed at the close of Q3 show
Republican Charles Djou leads fundraising efforts in the race for Hawai'i's
first congressional district. Djou raised $60,500 for a total of $312,000 for
the 2010 election. He spent $7,830 in the third quarter of this year has
$267,000 cash on hand.

Democratic candidate Ed Case reported raising $41,000 for a total of
$168,700 for the election. He spent $38,000 in the quarter and currently
has $124,000 on hand. Sen. Colleen Hanabusa, who announced her
candidacy in October, reported raising $1,674 for a total of $8,393 for the
election. Sen. Hanabusa reports having $6,412 cash on hand.

“These numbers display the strong support Republican candidate
Charles Djou continues to receive from the community” said Hawai'i
Republican Party Chairman, Jonah Ka'auwai. “His message of fiscal
responsibility and government accountability resonates with voters in
these tough economic times. Now more than ever, we need a federal
representative who understands restraint in government spending.”

Djou’s campaign for Congress also caught the attention of D.C. insiders,
when his successful campaign prompted CQ Politics to move Hawaii’s 1st
Congressional District from “safe Democarat” to “likely Democrat.” CQ cites
the Republican’s successful recruitment of strong candidate Djou as well as
a divisive Democratic primary between Hanabusa and Case as the reasons
why the district may could swing into the Republican column come
November 2010.
